Minutes

· Areva has kindly offered to host 6 Members of Parliament to visit nuclear power plants in France in late July. It was agreed that this would only be possible at that time if the Energy Review outcome was not due to be announced the same week. Other possibilities for dates were discussed and this would be confirmed in due course. So far 5 MPs have agreed to participate.
· It was agreed that a 4 page newsletter would be designed to go out nine times a year. The Administrator would prepare a template and sources articles along with the Chairman’s researcher, and this would be sent out from the Chairman’s office.

· It was proposed that a repeat trip to Finland would be beneficial, in particular for new Members of Parliament.

· The group were asked for a briefing on the planning process, how it might be changed and whether this could be a Parliamentary process? The current lengthy planning process which is susceptible to severe delays at any point, was of concern to the members of the group.
· The Chairman suggested that the group offer Parliamentarians the opportunity to request briefings on any issues of concern or interest.

· The group was interested in receiving a briefing on the new generation of reactors, what their capabilities are and the differences between them.
· It was suggested that a meeting on CoRWM and how the process is being taken forward should be added to the current programme, to be held in November.

· The Chairman informed the group that Nuklear21, a trade union group representing the nuclear industry workers in the North West, would be attending Parliament to meet with the Prime Minister and that a meeting would be held on 12 July, 2-3pm Committee Room 20.

· A meeting was requested to discuss decommissioning progress, the placement of contracts, and consequences for the workers.
· A meeting was requested on the interconnector and the fact that we receive a substantial amount of power from nuclear energy from France.

· Michael Connarty MP had been asked to write an article for the Journal of the Parliamentary and Scientific Committee as a result of the presentation he gave in April.

· It was requested that Professor James Lovelock be invited to address the group.

The next meeting of the group will take place on 13 July at 10am. Sir Adrian Montague, Chairman of British Energy will address the Group on Power Generation in the UK.
